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Chaplain Jones joined the National Chaplain Center in 2000.  He is Associate Director for the regions identified and also serves as a subject matter expert on Ethics.  He is responsible for assessing current national activities associated with bio-medical ethics and adapting them for implementation within the VA healthcare system.  Chaplain Jones, in coordination with the National VA Ethics Center, develops and presents ethics based continuing education programming for Chaplains.  He represents the National Chaplain Center in national ethics meetings and policy briefings.


Past assignments include being the Chief of Chaplains, VA Chicago Healthcare System from 1991 to 2000. Chaplain Jones received his Bachelor of Arts from Wilmington College, Wilmington, DE in 1980.  He received a Masters in Divinity from Virginia Union University, Richmond, VA in 1983.  He was awarded a Doctor of Ministry from Drew University, Madison, NJ in 1992.
